One Emergency Action Plan (EAP) must be completed for each venue.  If any EAP details change, a new EAP form must be completed with the new details immediately.

	· In the Event of an Incident the safety officers

· Alerts all swimmers using air horn and flags

· Ensure safety of all swimmers

· Directs swimmers with arms/flags/loudhailer 

· Directs nearest swimmers to help casualty/incident ensuring their own safety first 

· Maintains calm  

· Directs all swimmers to exit the water if necessary-if so card exit system still used to check all members accounted for. 

· Help with first aid procedures as below

	· Swimmers in the water 

· Should follow directions of safety officer

· Any swimmers with whistles ensure:

· Help casualty / incident if safe to do so 

· Help get any casualties to shore to the closest point and quickly as possible 

· Exit water at usual point if safe to do so and directed by safety officer

· First aiders to help with any casualties

	· First Aid – Safety officers or qualified first aider to co ordinate

· Check if first aid required

· First aid to be given if required

· Space blanket in first aid kit if required 

	· Emergency Services

· If necessary, safety officers to call emergency services 999

· Clear directions to be given ( officer notes ) postcode is OX10 7LP

· Delegate person to meet services at gate and direct

	· Post incident 

· Any casualties seen to home / hospital etc by member / emergency services

· Casualties Emergency contact, contacted by nominated club official

· Any belongings of hospitalised casualty secured.

· An incident does not mean session has to end. Safety officer decides if to continue

· Any press or relatives spoken to be nominated official only

· If appropriate accident form to be completed

· Club officials to be informed 

· Club official report incident to Dorchester Sailing club

· Club official to follow up any casualties

· Procedures, EAP, risk assessment to be reviewed
